	When the DCH channel is configured, the network can specify freely which cell should provide the TPI feedback. However, when HS-DSCH is configured, the source of the TPI feedback is limited only to the serving cell. With Multiflow operation, in addition to the serving cell there can be an assisting serving cell on the same frequency, and transmission of the TPI feedback from which allows for more reliable reception of the UL control channels at the assisting Node B.
