· Use of 2 CCs for UL and 2CC for DL; (UL, DL) = (B1+B42, B1), (B1+B42, B42) and (B1+B42, B1+B42).
· Both of Band 1 or Band 42 should be configured as PCell.
· For UE which supports dual uplink CA of Band 1 and Band 42, simultaneous Tx of both bands shall be possible.  This means that even when Band 42 is configured as UL or DL in certain subframe, Band 1 DL and UL should be also supported at the same timing of certain subframe.  Namely, UE requirements should be specified with considering simultaneous Tx/Rx case (enough cross band isolation is needed).
