At the end of 2012, the Wireless @ Virginia Tech research group demonstrates in [1] a series of efficient attacks that were designed to cause denial of service (DoS) to one or more LTE cells. 
Consequently, in the definition of the new RAT it is likely that mechanisms to prevent/reduce the risk of DoS attacks on the radio link using jamming and to overcome the risks described in the referred paper as well as mechanisms to detect and react to jamming attacks should be investigated.
This document proposes a requirement in Section 2 for inclusion in Section 10.11 “Security and Privacy related requirement relevant for Radio Access” of TR38.913 to address Jamming attacks.
