Justification

Since introduction of LTE and LTE-Advanced, 3GPP radio access technologies have been able to accommodate the increasing demand of wireless traffic. Carrier aggregation, which is one of the most important features in LTE-Advanced, is playing an important role to meet such capacity demand by utilization of up to 100MHz. 
It is a common expectation in mobile industry that there will be exponential increase of capacity demand and hence even larger bandwidth than 100MHz would need to be used. There is huge on-going effort in industry as well as academia to investigate the feasibility of using around 1GHz bandwidth in the frequency range above the current cellular spectrum. ITU-R WP5D sent a LS to 3GPP in RP-140401 informing that they are performing the study on technical feasibility of IMT in the bands above 6 GHz. 
Taking into account the various activities and consideration as above, 3GPP, as the leading standard body for mobile technologies, would need to study performance and feasibility of using high frequency spectrum above 6 GHz for further evolution beyond LTE-Advanced and for technology advancement towards 5G.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
The study item aims to develop a channel model to enable feasibility study and developing framework of using high frequency spectrum ranging from 6 GHz to 100 GHz. In order to achieve this, the study item should fulfil the following objectives.
· From RAN#69 (Sep 2015) to RAN#70 (Dec 2015), RAN identifies the status/expectation of existing information on high frequencies (e.g. spectrum allocation, scenarios of interest, measurements, etc). 
· There would be email discussion between RAN#69 and RAN#70. A session will take place in RAN#70 to wrap-up the outcomes of email discussion. 

· From Q1 2016, RAN1 develops a channel model(s) for frequencies up to 100 GHz taking into account the outcome of RAN-level discussion and discussion in the ‘5G’ requirement study item. 

· Define the additional details of the scenarios of interest required for RAN1 work 
· Consider the work done outside 3GPP as well as earlier 3GPP work, such as the 3GPP 3D-channel model, as a starting point for modelling of wireless channels of the high frequency spectrum for the identified scenarios. 
Consider possible implication of the new channel model on the existing 3D channel model for below 6 GHz.
