Handling of AAS work in Rel’14

Introduction
Core Part of Rel’13 AAS WI will be completed during RAN#71. Specification 37.105 captures set of conducted requirements for Active Antenna System, two radiated requirements have been also introduced (EIRP and EIS). Despite significant work to be completed for conformance testing (Performance Part of Rel’13 WI), there is consensus that a complete set of radiated requirements shall be defined, in order to capture future FD-MIMO evolution with increased number of antenna ports, taking into account there might be no access to transceiver array boundary connectors. This document discusses how requirements mentioned above should be handled in Rel’14.
Discussion
Currently, there are two proposals identified how continuation of RAN4 AAS work should be handled in Rel’14. The first proposal is to capture it under RAN1 Rel’14 WI on FD-MIMO, in the second approach it is proposed to handle it under RAN4 specific WI.
Before RAN makes a decision which WI should reflect RAN4 aspects, the following should be discussed and considered:

· Should RAN4 requirements focus on RAN1 Rel’14 FD-MIMO scenarios only or should requirements be defined in a “future proof way” in order to consider other AAS features, RATs (UTRA, MSR) and future system implementations (e.g. higher number of antenna ports, etc.)
· Should RAN1 have main responsibility of RAN4 work including the completion time of the WI

We believe continuation of AAS work should consider various implementation scenarios and antenna configurations, and not to be limited to specific ones only (defined by RAN1 in certain Release). Therefore, set of new radiated requirements should be defined in a future proof way whenever possible, and independently of the FD-MIMO configurations. On top of that, there are many RAN4 specific aspects (e.g. EMC) where RAN1 main responsibility cannot not be justified. 
Conclusion
Taking into account arguments above, it is proposed Rel’14 AAS work shall be handled by RAN4 specific WI.
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
