1. Overall Description:

3GPP would like to thank ITU-R Working Party 5D for incorporating the proposed modifications to Recommendations ITU-R M.2070 and ITU-R M.2071. 
Working Party 5D drew the attention of 3GPP to a study initiated in Working Party 4C on the protection of radio-navigation satellite service receiving earth stations operating in the frequency bands 1 164‑1 215 MHz, 1 215‑1 300 MHz and 1 559‑1 610 MHz from unwanted emissions of IMT stations in the frequency bands below 3 GHz, presented as Annex 10 to WP 4C Chairman’s Report (Document 4С/102). According to the information from this draft report, it was stated that —despite frequency bands 470‑694 MHz, 694‑790 MHz, 790‑862 MHz and 1 427‑1 518 MHz identified for IMT do not overlap by their main emission with RNSS frequency bands— there is a possible impact on RNSS from IMT through out-of-band and spurious emissions. 3GPP TSG RAN does not have any information on similar studies made, but may return with additional feedback, if needed.
The limits defined in 3GPP standards take into account spurious emissions, including harmonics that are multiple adjacent channels away.  Within 3GPP, spurious emission limits for UEs are typically defined as unwanted emissions at frequencies starting at a separation of 250% of the channel bandwidth below the first carrier and above the last carrier transmitted by a UE.
3GPP appreciates the continued collaboration with the ITU-R and with Working Party 5D on these matters of mutual interest and stands ready to provide any additional information, as required.
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
