Justification

There are many scenarios that can benefit from a high capacity wireless connection from a network node (e.g., LTE eNB) to a stationary device (which can further communicate with end users via other links). For example, a wireless network node may connect to an above-rooftop customer-provided equipment (CPE) and then delivers to indoor user (home users, office users, customers in commercial buildings, etc.) via other links. For another example, a wireless network node may provide wireless backhaul connection to a small cell. For yet another example, a wireless network node may communicate with a faraway stationary super UE and then to scattered rural users via other links. Other examples include communications with an IoT aggregation point, communications to LOON, and so on. In general, wireless replacement of fiber/copper connections is widely regarded as an efficient way in diversified scenarios.
The distinctive characteristics of such wireless fixed links should be exploited. They include much better channel conditions (more LOS), very low mobility, and very high capability and high demand UEs. These lead to the consideration of high capacity fixed wireless links, and 3GPP should consider new features and enhancements to be customized, standardized, and developed for very high efficiency for such links.

Objective
4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
The WI is to specify enhancements of procedures, mechanisms, signalling, physical channels, and physical signals for high capacity fixed wireless links. The objectives of the WI are:
· To support high capacity fixed wireless links, with new features and enhancements customized and optimized for full exploiting the distinctive characteristics of the fixed wireless links [RAN1]

· Higher-order modulations (e.g. 1024QAM)

· CA enhancements with reduced GP, DL/UL CA for high capability UE

· Enhancements for long-distance communications (control channel)

· MIMO enhancement (e.g. high order MIMO, LA enh. SRS enh.)

· Procedural simplification and overhead reduction (RRM, DM-RS reduction)

· Control channel enhancements and overhead reduction (e.g. Joint DCI for multiple SFs and CCs)

· Support 16/32 multiple RX antenna 
· Corresponding higher-layer procedures and signalling [RAN2]

· Including higher-layer procedure simplifications
· Corresponding UE and eNB core requirements [RAN4]

· Measurement enhancements and simplifications
· Core requirements on high-capability UEs

· Support 16/32 multiple RX antenna
