Justification

In WRC-15, 1427 – 1518 MHz was identified as IMT spectrum. Several countries are considering SDL as a good candidate for optimal deployment of 3GPP networks in the 1427-1518 MHz. In June 2016, CEPT and some countries outside Europe indicated to ITU WP 5D their preference for the band plan G1 in the context of the RECOMMENDATION ITU-R M.1036. The band plan is illustrated below:

In Europe, ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(13)03 currently harmonises the 1452-1492 MHz – au sub-band of Band 32 for Mobile/Fixed Communications Networks Supplemental Downlink (MFCN SDL).
While Band 32 is still required for countries that cannot refarm the whole 1427-1518 MHz for mobile communications, a new SDL band plan is required to maximise the spectrum utilisation of the whole 1427-1518 MHz. 

The new band plan needs to identify appropriate technical measures to protect EESS (Earth Exploration-Satellite Service) below 1427 MHz and MSS (Mobile Satellite Service) above 1518 MHz. WRC-15 already finalised the criterion to protect EESS, while CEPT is expected to finalise the criterion to protect MSS in September 2016.

The new band will provide significant DL coverage benefits in carrier aggregation with sub-GHz band, in particular Band 20. Band 5 may also be considered for such deployment. Alternatively, the new band may be leveraged for additional DL capacity in carrier aggregation with e.g. band 3 or band 1.
