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Overall description:

ITU-R published the schedule for the update of Rec. M.1457 (technical characteristics of IMT-2000), namely:
1. By June 6, 3GPP should indicate the willingness to contribute to Rev. 14 of M.1457 (Delivery to ITU-R by existing GCS Proponent of the initial announcement that a revision to a particular RIT or SRIT will be proposed) 
2. By September 26, 3GPP should provide some information on the content of the revision – usually the Release description made by MCC (Delivery to ITU-R by the GCS Proponent of further information, including a summary of the proposed update)

3. By 24 Jan 2018 or 6 June 2018, 3GPP should send the final input to ITU-R (high level description and list of specifications)

4. September 3, 2018: OPs to send the hyperlinks of the transposed specifications to ITU-R

Note that Rev. 13 of M.1457 is based on Release 12 spec (December 2014 TSG output for Rel 12 specifications (except for TS 36.101 which used the March 2015 output)). 
This document provides the first feedback to ITU-R WP5D stating that 3GPP will contribute to the revision of M.1457 towards Rev. 14.

Moreover, it is proposed to agree that the 3GPP contribution will be based on Rel 13 and Rel 14 specifications and the final submission will be done by 24 January 2018 (i.e. to be approved at RAN#78).

Actions:

3GPP RAN asks 3GPP TSG SA to review the document, and provide its feedbacks to PCG for the approval.

In particular, it is requested to agree on:

· Contributing to Rev. 14 of M.1457

· Finalise the contribution in RAN#78 in order to be able to submit it to WP5D by 24 Jan 2018 
· Base the contribution on 3GPP Rel 13 and Rel 14 specs 

ATIS will be responsible for the final submission to ITU-R WP5D on behalf of the LTE-Advanced GCS Proponent (the GCS Proponent is collectively the 3GPP Organizational Partners). ATIS contact point: Steve Barclay: sbarclay@atis.org.

The submission deadline for the submission of the material to ITU-R is June 6th , 2017. As a consequence 3GPP PCG is asked to review and provide the approved version at PCG#38.
