3GPP SA and RAN thank ITU-R WP 4B for their Liaison Statement (SP-160756) on the integration of satellite solutions into IMT-2020 networks.
3GPP SA and RAN would like to inform WP 4B that
· SA has approved a Study report on Architecture for next Generation System [1] in SP-160829 that includes 5G connectivity via satellite .

· RAN has approved a Study report on Scenarios and Requirements for Next Generation Access Technologies [2] that includes Satellite extension to Terrestrial as deployment scenario;
· SA is drafting a Technical Specification on 5G Service [3] which contains service requirements for the 5G system to provide services using satellite access and for service continuity between land based 5G access and satellite based access networks;
3GPP encourages contributions from its members to progress the work initiated. 3GPP SA and RAN will keep WP 4B updated on any related study and normative standardization work, currently subject to discussion and prioritization.
