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1. Introduction
In the recently approved WID for 5G NR [1] a requirement for voice was approved.
· Support for PWS and IMS voice [RAN2, RAN3];
This requirement was drawn from the wishes of many who from the very earliest days had stated that unlike LTE, when 5G-NR was developed, voice cannot be an afterthought. This contribution continues discussions and comments that have been made since the earliest days that voice is still an important use case for a new air interface and to deploy voice in the USA certain regulatory requirements are necessary.  
2. Discussion
At the 3GPP 5G RAN Summit held in Phoenix it was reported by US operators that “voice cannot be an afterthought” [2]. For US operators, it has long been known that there is a regulatory requirement by the FCC that emergency E911 calls must be supported on voice calls. Voice calls must support these requirements to be a viable commercial feature.  
In the output of prioritizations discussions that occurred towards the end of 2016, it was noted that location and position functionality could not be deprioritized because of the need for E911 regulatory requirement that is necessary for voice. [3][4] Work on voice and locations services to meet the regulatory requirements for that service were part of the 5G NR SID and are part of the WID. It is imperative that all working groups understand that for the IMS Voice part of the WID requirement, it must include regulatory requirements for E911, etc. 
With the normative work starting on the develop of specifications for 5G-NR and its network support, there should be no further clarification necessary that IMS voice and the regulatory requirements for E911 must be included in the initial release of 5G. 
3. Conclusion

That it is be made clear to all working groups that regulatory requirements for E911 with IMS Voice are part of the 5G-NR WID item and continues to be natively supported on NR for non-standalone (NSA) and standalone (SA). 
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
