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ITU-T Study Group 20 “Internet of things (IoT) and smart cities and communities (SC&C) agreed the formation of a new Focus Group on Data Processing and Management to support IoT and Smart Cities & Communities (FG-DPM) at its meeting in Dubai, from 13 to 23 March 2017.
The FG-DPM has been established to study trust in data management frameworks including digital identification and certification, to investigate the role of emerging technologies to support data management and emerging trends including blockchain and to identify challenges in the standardization activities for data processing and management. 
A key priority of the FG-DPM is to propose mechanisms supporting the interoperability of datasets and data-management systems.
The FG-DPM acts as an open platform for smart-city and IoT stakeholders – such as municipalities; academic and research institutes; non-governmental organizations (NGOs); managers and engineers working on big data and data analytics, service providers planning to delivering IoT solutions, and policy and standards makers – to share views, to develop a series of deliverables, and showcasing initiatives, projects, and standards activities linked to data processing and management and establishment of IoT ecosystem solutions for data focused cities..
