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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks CEPT (ECC PT1) for informing 3GPP RAN4 about the ongoing work for the harmonization of the 24.25-27.5 GHz band in Europe for 5G deployment.

Following the request of information on the RF minimum requirements for coexistence in 26GHz band, RAN4 would like to inform CEPT (ECC PT1) about the work already carried out on this aspect and the current status of the technical specification activity.

3GPP RAN4 conducted a very detailed study to derive RF core requirements needed for coexistence between MFCN networks in millimiter (mmW) bands, including frequency ranges covering the 24.25-27.5 GHz band. The methodology adopted, the results and the conclusions of the study are captured in 3GPP Technical Report (TR) 38.803 [1]. 

3GPP RAN4 is currently working on the implementation of the Base Station and User Terminal technical specification derived based on the outcome of the coexistence. RAN4 will provide further information with a summary of the relevant requirements after RAN4 #85.
