Justification

LTE Release 13 introduced bandwidth-reduced low-complexity (BL) and coverage-enhanced (CE) UEs to address the requirements from machine-type communications (MTC) and internet-of-things (IoT) applications. Building on these BL/CE UEs, Release 14 added further enhancements in the form of support for higher data rates, multicast, enhanced positioning, enhanced mobility and enhanced VoLTE support, and Release 15 added even further enhancements in the form of support for new use cases, improved latency, improved power consumption, improved spectral efficiency and improved load control.

LTE-MTC has been a commercial success, and the number of deployed networks and the volume of connected devices are undergoing a steady growth. To support this growth LTE-MTC is in Release 16 enhanced to further improve the network operation and efficiency in a range of areas outlined in section 4.

Improved UL transmission efficiency and/or UE power consumption:

· Study and, if found beneficial and feasible considering the impacts on both the UE and the network, specify support for preconfigured or grant-free transmission in idle and/or connected mode [RAN1 lead, RAN2]
Scheduling enhancement:

· Specify DCI scheduling multiple DL/UL transport blocks for SC-PTM and unicast [RAN1 lead, RAN2]
Network management tool enhancement:
· Load control improvement, e.g. to address network traffic spikes [RAN2 lead]
· Improved SON/ANR support [RAN2 lead, RAN3]
Extreme coverage for non-BL UEs:
· Study and, if found beneficial and feasible, specify CE mode improvements for non-BL UEs [RAN1 lead, RAN2, RAN4]
Stand-alone deployment:
· Enable the use of LTE control channel region for DL transmission to BL/CE UEs [RAN1 lead, RAN2, RAN4]
· This deployment mode should support legacy operation for legacy BL/CE UEs.
