Justification

In 3GPP, many operators and vendors have realized the significant benefit for increasing the UE transmits power. Now the HPUE for many bands in LTE, e.g., Band 38, Band 40, Band 41 and Band 42 have been completed. This results in significant improvement in UL coverage for these high bands. Further, the HPUE was introduced in UL CA combinations for Band 41 to improve the CA UL coverage. 

Meanwhile, the study of high power UE (HPUE) operation, i.e. power class 2, for NR Band n41, n77, n78 and n79 have been almost completed, motivated by significant benefits in cell coverage and cell edge user throughput that are needed for and can be achieved for NR related networks. Considering the consistently explosive growth on the data service, there are huge numbers of CA on NR bands have been proposed and worked on in RAN4. This WID will focus on  improving the UL coverage on these CA on NR bands. 
In general, there are two kinds of UL CA, i.e. inter-band UL CA and intra-band UL CA. 
1) The case of inter-band which includes EN-DC and NR inter-band CA are now intensely discussing in RAN4 under the topic of UE power control. Although this kind of inter-band CA for HPUE has no impact to the MPR/A-MPR requirements, whether additional RefSens degradation is needed for DL band due to the high power on UL band should be further evaluated, and will depend on the specific combinations.
2) Regarding the case of intra-band which includes the NR intra-band CA, the issues for HPUE have not been identified by now.  
Many issues related to HPUE are common between different combinations.  Following the similar approach adopted for LTE TDD HPUE in RAN4, this Work item is introducing a new basket WI to capture the HPUE requests for CA proposed by companies in Rel-16.

2) Define the specific requirements to maintain the same impact for the coexistence between power class 3 UE and protect the power class 3 UE in the adjacent band.
a. These include but are not limited to associated regulatory requirements on transmit power levels, unwanted emissions, radiation requirements, etc.
3) RF component reuse and sharing between power class 3 and power class 2 and for bands of similar frequency ranges shall be considered.
