Justification

The Rel-13/14 LTE introduced a number of MIMO features that facilitate utilization of a large number of antenna elements at base station including two-dimensional active antenna arrays (also known as the Full-Dimension MIMO (FD-MIMO)). In particular, the features include the following enhancement: variable-density CSI-RS for up to 32 ports, aperiodic CSI-RS, four orthogonal DL DMRS ports, higher capacity UL DMRS and SRS, codebooks for non-precoded and beamformed CSI-RS, advanced CSI codebook, semi-open-loop transmission along with its CSI support, and hybrid CSI reporting. In Rel-15, a TEI has been completed to ensure the support of codebook subset restriction for advanced CSI codebook. These features facilitate higher capacity with flexible network deployment which has served as the foundation and source for the Rel-15 NR MIMO design.
Despite the numerous enhancements introduced in the two-release work item, further enhancements are conceivable especially for increasing SRS capacity (e.g. to aid DL link adaptation for reciprocity-based deployments as well as UL link adaptation). In particular, the support of virtual cell ID for SRS is a simple yet effective method for increasing SRS capacity.
