6.2.5	Beam correspondence
The beam correspondence requirement indicates the ability of the UE to select a corresponding beam for UL transmission based on DL measurements presented in two orthogonal polarizations. For any link direction between UE and gNB, the corresponding UL beam is defined as the UL beam selected by the UE based on its DL measurements. 
The beam correspondence requirement is fulfilled if the UE’s corresponding UL beams satisfy the peak and spherical coverage requirements defined in Tables 6.2.1.1-1 and 6.2.1.1-3 for power class 1, Tables 6.2.1.2-1 and 6.2.1.2-3 for power class 2, Tables 6.2.1.3-1 and 6.2.1.3-3 for power class 3, and Tables 6.2.1.4-1 and 6.2.1.4-3 for power class 4.
