Several ASN.1 events have occurred within the Rel-15 timeframe, related to NR:

Sizeable number of non-backwards compatible changes vs. June ASN.1 affecting EN-DC
-
Completion of NR SA ASN.1.

RAN2 has worked diligently the past few quarters to produce as best an ASN.1 version as it was possible to achieve for each plenary, taking into account the many dependencies with other RAN WGs. We would like to thank RAN2, its leadership and the editor for the tremendous efforts spent to do so.
It is our understanding that the RAN#81 ASN.1 is reliable and usable both for EN-DC and NR SA operations. It constitutes a solid baseline for implementation and testing work (other corrections and maintenance notwithstanding).

With this in mind we would like to propose that RAN#81 endorses the following:

Proposal 1: Any further Rel-15 change to NR ASN.1 shall be backwards compatible with RAN#81 ASN.1 version. I.e. no non-backwards compatible changes shall be allowed after RAN#81.
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
