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1. Overall Description:
3GPP TSG-RAN#81 discussed the status report on SI “Study on evaluation for 2 RX exception in Rel-15 vehicle mounted UE for NR”. 
It was discussed and agreed that the impact of 2RX vehicle mounted UEs on coverage in terms of cell edge performance has to be evaluated as part of the study. Cell capacity analysis is not considered essential.
As a reference to the cell edge performance for link budget evaluation, the requirement of the European Commission’s Broadband Europe vision[footnoteRef:1] of 30 Mbps downlink throughput could be used. An example configuration to achieve this requirement could be 100 MHz channel bandwidth at band n78.  [1:  https://ec.europa.eu/digital-single-market/en/broadband-europe] 

The impact on reference sensitivity using an AWGN channel should suffice for the cell edge performance evaluation. To augment the existing pass/fail limit for reference sensitivity, an analysis could be provided of the downlink signal level at which a certain throughput target is reached. This will provide clearer evidence of the impact of the different antenna configurations.


2. Actions:
To RAN WG4:
3GPP RAN respectfully asks RAN WG4 to investigate the impact of 2RX vehicle mounted UEs on coverage in terms of cell edge performance taking into account the above recommendation.
