TS 38.171: NR; Requirements for Support of Assisted Global Navigation Satellite System (A-GNSS); (Release 15)
TS 38.171 provides the minimum performance requirements for A-GNSS support for a UE that supports NR. 
The minimum performance requirements are directly copied from TS 36.171 (for LTE) and the only changes in the current document compared with TS 36.171 are found in the few clauses which relate to the RAT used by the UE for the signalling connection.

These minimum performance requirements will be tested in RAN 5 specification TS 37.571-1 (and related specifications).

Outstanding Issues:

1. It is FFS whether there is any difference in this specification for NR UE in FR1 and FR2. Expected to be resolved by RAN Plenary #84.

2. The specifications to be used for the testing of these requirements and for the definition of the RESET UE POSITIONING STORED INFORMATION message are marked as TBD as no work has yet started in these two specifications in RAN 5 (although it is already agreed in RAN 5 that they will be TS 37.571-1 and TS 38.509 respectively). Expected to be resolved by RAN Plenary #83.

3. The details of the RESET UE POSITIONING STORED INFORMATION message are not yet provided as no work has yet started on this in RAN 5 (however it is intended that the message definition will be copied from the one used for LTE as defined in 36.509 specification). Expected to be resolved by RAN Plenary #83.

4. The NR frequency to be used for the bearer during testing is marked as TBD. Expected to be resolved by RAN Plenary #83.

5. The offset between the NR frequency and the GNSS carrier frequency to be used during testing is marked as TBD. Expected to be resolved by RAN Plenary #83.
6. The impact of beamforming on the GNSS reference antenna gain is FFS. Expected to be resolved by RAN Plenary #84.
