Justification

According to the requirements and scenarios for new radio (NR) described in [TS38.913], there are two types of architecture; NSA (Non-Standalone) and SA(Standalone) introduced for NR. And it is foreseen that NG-RAN node will be widely deployed in indoor and outdoor hotspots at the beginning of 5G deployment. 

To support both the new common service of subscribers and the specific service of the vertical industry, different types of cells and base stations will mixed and become a hybrid networks. The common service cell can allow all users to access, and some certain cell which provides the services for limited access with different access mode (open, hybrid, closed). The operator shall be able to configure the NG-RAN node with open, hybrid or closed access mode, not only for access control but also provide the possibility to apply different billing regime to the user.
CAG (Closed Access Group) for the dual connectivity operation in LTE was supported in R13. In order to incorporate NG-RAN node with CAG feature into the dual connectivity architecture, access control for CAG cells in dual connectivity procedures, e.g., MR-DC, needs to be evaluated and specified. Furthermore, CU/DU split architecture is introduced in R15 to improve the flexibility of deployment and HW implementation, the impact on F1 to support the CAG feature needs to be investigated. 

It is therefore necessary to analyse how to support above CAG feature for NG-RAN node with SA, MR-DC and CU-DU split architecture, identify the specification impact and conduct the specification work.
