Justification

RAN4 discussion on NR Rel-15 performance requirements was started from April 2018, and the major work (except the performance requirements for the late drop) is planned to be completed by December 2018. With this very tight time schedule, several important NR features specified in Rel-15 core part are not covered when developing the Rel-15 performance requirements, such as: URLLC features targeting 10-5 BLER, UE and BS receivers for handling inter-cell, inter-stream or inter-user interference. In addition, PDSCH CA demodulation requirements are not complete in Rel-15.

On one hand, these features are very important Rel-15 features, and some operators have plans to deploy them in the early deployments. On the other hand, it is indeed difficult to finish the corresponding performance requirements within Rel-15 timeline. Thus it is proposed to open a new Rel-16 WI to define performance requirements for the selected NR features that are specified in Rel-15 core part but not covered in Rel-15 performance part, and further discuss if some of the requirements can be release independent from Rel-15.

The general objective is to define performance requirements for the selected NR features that are specified in Rel-15 core part but not covered in Rel-15 performance part.

The main objectives are as follows:
· Phase I (Q1 2019 to Q2 2019):

· Identify the scope and objectives for UE demodulation requirements, CSI requirements and BS demodulation requirements.

· Consider the following features that are specified in Rel-15 core part but not covered in Rel-15 performance part, and make further down-selection and/or prioritization among them:
· URLLC related features, e.g.,

· BS side: PUSCH requirements with 10-5 BLER test metric 

· UE side: 
1) PDSCH requirements with 10-5 BLER test metric 

2) CQI reporting requirements for the CQI table corresponding to 10-5 BLER target
3) PDSCH requirements for DL pre-emption indication

· Interference-aware receivers including hard-IC  (hard L-CWIC) and hybrid-IC (mixing hard-IC and soft-IC/turbo L-CWIC) architectures as defined in NOMA TR38.812  and NAICS TR36.866
· 
· BS side: 

1) PUSCH requirements with enhanced receivers for handling co-channel inter-cell interference
2) PUSCH requirements with enhanced receivers for handling co-channel intra-cell inter-stream/user interference

· UE side: PDSCH requirements with enhanced receivers for handling co-channel inter-cell interference
· CA requirements not covered in Rel-15, e.g.,

· UE side: PDSCH normal demodulation requirements
· Phase II (from Q2 2019 to Q4 2019):

· Specify the UE demodulation performance requirements based on the outcome from Phase I.

· Specify the UE CSI reporting performance requirements based on the outcome from Phase I.

· Specify the BS demodulation performance requirements and conformance test requirements based on the outcome from Phase I.

· Discuss which set(s) of requirements can be release independent from Rel-15.
