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Introduction
The RAN-led study item [1] on 6 GHz band for LTE and NR was updated in the last RAN to capture details from the released NPRM by the FCC in US [2] and some latest information from ETSI in Europe.
This contribution is relating what happened since then and the next steps.

Europe
Lower 6 GHz (5.925 – 6.425 GHz)
Work in CEPT/ECC is on-going but only according to the mandate covering the lower 6 GHz (5.925 to 6.425 GHz). 
In ECC, SE45 is finalizing its coexistence study and should release study results [3] by May, 1st this year. CEPT Report “A” [4] is expected by March 2020, while CEPT Report “B” [5] is expected by July 2020.
Based on those reports, EC should communicate its decision on lower 6 GHz allocation by 2021.
Figure 1 gives an overview of time plan for regulated lower 6 GHz in Europe.

Upper 6 GHz (6.425 – 7.125 GHz)
There is no activity in CEPT/ECC related to the upper 6 GHz, while there is some preparation work on going in ETSI:
· ETSI BRAN recently approved TR 103 631 [6] promoting unlicensed usage.
· ETSI TFES will release TR 103 612 [7] promoting licensed usage. 
When requested, ETSI ERM would then release a SRDoc based on one of those 2 TRs for CEPT to start studying coexistence in the upper 6 GHz then.

USA

After the NPRM [2] was released, the FCC requested industry comments. The comment period ended on February 15th, 2019, which was also the beginning of the reply to comments period which will end by March 18. 
Various comments were received from companies and organisations. Commentors disagree on unlicensed use of 6 GHz Band, not just on the rules for unlicensed, or in some cases the lack of support for the introduction of unlicensed, but also the lack of protection of the incumbent services. There were a few proposals supporting a balance of licensed and unlicensed. (e.g. requesting licensed services for the upper 6 GHz). 
All comments can be found in 6 GHz Docket 18-295.
FCC will analyze the received comments and is projected to release a Report and order by end of 2019. 
If needed, FCC might then issue another NPRM to address any remaining open issues.
Following Figure 2 gives an overview of the timeline.
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Conclusions
This contribution provides an update of current status and next steps related to Regulatory work on 6 GHz band in the world.
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
