During the R16 Study Item “Study on NR positioning support”, RAN2 has studied on local LMF and LCS client in NG-RAN. As for local LMF in NG-RAN, RAN2 concluded that this option is recommended for normative work, provided the concerns raised in the study phase are addressed. As for the LCS client in RAN, RAN2 concluded that from RAN2 side there is no impact to enable the LCS client, the decision is left to RAN3. However, RAN3 did not reach consensus for normative work for local LMF and LCS client within NG-RAN from feasibility point of view.
