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1   Background
In this contribution, we provide the motivation for new WI proposal on introduction of 1900MHz SUL (supplemental uplink) band for NR.
2   Motivation
Band n39 with frequency range 1880-1920MHz is an NR TDD band in both region 1 and region 3. In Europe, the 1880-1920MHz is located next to the uplink of B1 (1920 MHz–1980 MHz). This increases risk of interference from Base Station to Base Station and Mobile to Mobile. It is challenging to operate this band without significant mitigations in Europe. 

One of the mitigations is to limit n39 to UL only and pair it with a higher-frequency 5G NR band. In this case, the 1880-1920MHz band can be fully utilised in Europe by some operators. Therefore, there is a need to deploy this band as supplementary UL by the operators.

In light of the above analysis, we propose to define a new SUL band which corresponds to the frequency range of TDD band n39 in this work item. 

The proposed new SUL band should be regional, i.e., in the region where the SUL band is deployed there is neither band 39 DL nor n39 DL deployed and thus there is no adjacent channel co-existence issue.
3   Conclusions
In this contribution, we provide the motivation to introduce the new 1900MHz SUL band for NR. Based on the analysis, we propose a new regional SUL band in the frequency range corresponding to TDD NR band n39.
