Title:	Regulatory updates on 5.925-7.125 GHz frequency range

Introduction
The RAN-led study item [1] on 6 GHz band for LTE and NR was updated in the last RAN to capture details from ECC Report 302 [2] and information from China.
This contribution is relating what happened since then and the next steps.

Discussion
Europe
Lower 6 GHz (5.925 – 6.425 GHz)
After SE45 released ECC Report 302 ([2]), an additional complementary work item was assigned to this group, for a study on short-term interference from the WAS/RLAN devices into the incumbent point-to-point fixed links.
[bookmark: _GoBack]FM57 is working on report “A” of CEPT report 73 and will work later on Report “B”. Those two reports are the response to EC mandate and will be the technical basis to EC decision on the inclusion of WAS/RLAN in the 5925-6425MH band for the provision of wireless broadband services. FM57 will also release an ECC Decision based on those two reports. The targeted date for Public consultation is February 2020, for a publication in July 2020. Next FM57 meeting will happen September 25th-27th.
CEPT Report “A” [4] responds to Task 1 of the EC mandate (assessment and study of compatibility and coexistence scenarios in the band 5925-6425 MHz). It basically reports conclusion from ECC Report 302. It’s currently in public consultation and its publication is expected by March 2020.
CEPT Report “B” [5] responds to Task 2 of the EC mandate (Development of harmonized technical conditions). It will provide a regulatory framework including all relevant technical conditions. Its publication is expected by July 2020.
Figure 1 gives an overview of time plan for regulated lower 6 GHz in Europe.

Upper 6 GHz (6.425 – 7.125 GHz)
There is no activity in CEPT/ECC related to the upper 6 GHz, it should not be regulated in the coming years.
Nevertheless, to anticipate any future work later, ETSI has and will release two TRs:
· One promoting unlicensed usage (TR 103 631 [6]) was published in March 2019
· One promoting licensed usage (TR 103 612 [7]) which in Remote Consensus during the summer and should be published by end of 2019.

Other
There was no major update from US/FCC since last RAN#84 meeting.
Discussions are on-going in Asia based on China’s proposal to allocate the entire 5925-7125 MHz band for IMT.

Conclusions
This contribution provides an update of current status and next steps related to Regulatory work on 6 GHz band in the world.
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
