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1. Introduction
Taiwan Association of Information and Communication Standards (TAICS) was founded in 2015, aiming to bridge the local industry with global standard initiatives/organizations by contributing the study results or consolidated consensus. TAICS is open for the registration by all the companies/organizations with division in Taiwan, more details could be found at http://www.taics.org.tw.
TAICS Technical Committee #1 (TC1) is focused on advanced mobile communication area (e.g. 5G) within TAICS. It is also the contact window with other global/regional standard organizations which are working on wireless communication technology standardization. Since October 2018, TAICS TC1 is focused on surveying the spectrum availability and regulatory requirement for above 52GHz Bands in Taiwan and plan to provide the survey results for contributing 3GPP works on Release 17 and onward standard development.

TAICS Liaison Statement to 3GPP RAN, Request 3GPP to consider including the survey of Taiwan Spectrum Availability and Regulatory Requirement for Above 52GHz Bands.
3. TAICS Survey on Taiwan Spectrum Availability and Regulatory Requirement for Above 52GHz Bands.
TAICS members have surveyed the spectrum availability and regulatory requirement for above 52GHz bands. The survey results are based on the information from government website, which provides the guidance for Taiwan government to regulate the spectrum. By referring the surveyed information, proposed text proposal for section 4 of TR38.807 is included in the attachment. The proposal including the updating the table of spectrum availability for various countries and the table of Taiwan spectrum allocation between 52.6 GHz and 100 GHz. The regulatory requirements related to the allocated bands also provided.
4. Intention of the LS and required actions
The intention of this liaison is to inform 3GPP about the Taiwan spectrum availability and regulatory requirement for Above 52GHz Bands. TAICS would like to input Taiwan regulation requirement into the RAN SI and request RAN to include the proposed text into TR38.807. We would like 3GPP to keep TAICS TC1 updated by its work plan and progress on 5G standardization once available.
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
