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1 Introduction and proposal
Reviewing TR37.910, it can be noted that LTE reliability results were not included, even if the following agreements were achieved in the RAN1#90bis meeting:
Agreement:
· URLLC for LTE should target the requirement defined by ITU, i.e., 10-5 error probability in transmitting a layer 2 PDU of 32 bytes within 1 ms. Additional less stringent requirements can be considered.

· In addition to (10-5, 1ms, 32 bytes packet), URLLC for LTE should target the requirement of 10-4 error probability in transmitting a layer 2 PDU of 32 bytes within 10 ms.
In this context, at least two contributions presented LL (link level) simulations in Ran1 (R1-1809276 and R1-1719502) and demonstrated that for the above reliability targets can be fulfilled by LTE with Rel-15.
It is therefore proposed to amend the aforesaid TR including some results already presented in RAN1. It is not expected that the updated TR37.910 would be re-submitted to ITU-R, since the IMT-2020 submission with self-evaluations from 3GPP is already complete.
2 Way forward and conclusion
It is proposed as a way forward to agree on the suggested amendment and to set up a drafting group, e.g. driven by Rapporteur and/or Editor of the TR, in order to include appropriate results for LTE reliability fulfilment.
