Justification

NR band n25 currently only supports 5, 10, 15, 20 MHz channel bandwidths. Due to spectrum trades, acquisitions, hosting and consolidation there is a need to augment the existing n25 channel bandwidths to include 25, 30, 35, and 40 MHz. Supporting wider channel bandwidths will reduce the need for intra-band NR CA, hence increase spectrum utilization and reduce the RF front-end complexity.

[NOTE] Proponent of this WI thinks that no new TR is necessary.  Work can be completed via discussion papers, way forward documents, draft CRs and CR.

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
The work item aims to add 25, 30, 35, and 40 MHz channel bandwidth (CBW) requirements to NR band n25. SCS of 15, 30, 60 kHz shall be supported.
· Specify RF requirements for 25, 30, 35, and 40 MHz CBW [RAN4]

· If necessary, introduce solutions for distinguishing legacy UEs supporting previously defined channel bandwidths. [RAN4]
If new signalling is required for this, RAN4 communicates with RAN2 for introduction of requirements.
