Introduction
5G indicator issues has been discussed for quite a while from RAN#81. While there were some contributions on technical feasibility of introducing 3bit 5G icon in RAN and RAN2 [1], [2], there is also an LS statement indicating that the need for more than one icon has not come to consensus [3]. As this issues has been opened in RAN plenary for more than a year, we believe it is good time to reach any conclusion for future work.

Proposals
First, we would like to check within RAN whether a need for 3bit 5G icon is still valid. As KT is one of the company who thinks that 3bit 5G icon will benefit the market in various ways such as indicating availability of FR2, showing operations in URLLC preferred mode, support of NSA/SA, etc. we would like to hear opinions from other operator whether this is needed.

Proposal: 3GPP RAN to check the needs for introducing multi-bit 5G indication
Upon the needs for introducing multi-bit 5G indication, KT would like to suggest this topic to be further discussed within RAN plenary rather than initiating a new WI or taking this issue to TEI15/16 sessions in RAN2 as RAN2 seems quite overloaded at this stage.
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
