Justification

LTE Band 40 (2300-2400 MHz) is a widely deployed TDD band in India. It is also 5G NR band n40, which has been specified in Rel-15. Enabling co-existence of existing LTE deployment along with a NR addition in same band is essential to allow Indian operators to quickly offer 5G services in the existing LTE band 40 before new NR spectrum is acquired.    

3.1 DSS requirements for n40 NR band

For resource block level spectrum sharing, frequency alignment between LTE and NR is necessary to avoid inter-subcarrier interference. As mentioned in [1], the following three features are needed for band 40 spectrum sharing.
1. 100kHz channel raster support
As shown in the following table, 100 kHz channel raster is supported for n40 in Rel-15.

2. 30 KHz SS block SCS support  
In the case of NR band n40 the 30 KHz SS block support is missing as shown in the following table. It is required to achieve UL-DL coexistence and for avoiding LTE CRS REs allocation. Therefore, changes are needed in Table 5.4.3.3-1 of TS38.101-1 on band n40 to support 30 KHz SS block SCS.

3. UL 7.5kHz frequency shift
