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Introduction
The RAN-led study item [1] on 6 GHz band for LTE and NR was updated in the last RAN.
This contribution is relating what happened since last RAN#86 meeting and the next steps.

Discussion
Europe – Lower 6 GHz (5.925 – 6.425 GHz)
CEPT Report A
In last FM#95 meeting (10-14 February 2020), WG FM adopted CEPT Report 073 (also known as “Report A”) and sent it to ECC for approval.
In last ECC#52 meeting (6-9 March 2020), ECC approved that report and tasked ECO to publish it.
The CEPT Report 073 should be published very soon now. 

CEPT Report B
FM57 finalized its work on the draft CEPT “Report B” and should send it for public consultation. 
In the meantime WG FM and ECC agreed to delay the delivery of Report B until July 2020, this to better address concerns from some administrations on CBTC and ITS services protection and on some aspects of the latest ECC Report 316 from SE45, see [3] for more details.

SE45
SE45 finalised its studies complementary to ECC Report 302 dealing with the short-term interference protection of fixed service point-to-point applications in the 5925-6425 MHz from WAS/RLAN indoor-only deployments as well as potential WAS/RLAN portable outdoor devices with lower power levels. ECC Report 316 has been sent to Public Consultation (deadline: end of March 2020). 
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Schedule
Figure 1 gives an overview of time plan for regulated lower 6 GHz in Europe.
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USA
Members of the US Congress have sent a letter (February, 26th 2020) to FCC asking to consider the feasability of multiple allocations of the 6GHz band for licensed deployment, and more particularly to 5G.

Current expectation is that FCC would decide on the 6 GHz allocation beginning of April 2020.

Other regions
There was no major update from other regions since last RAN#86 meeting.
