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Introduction
[bookmark: _Hlk43553641]The document TDoc R4-2006895 presented to the RAN WG4 #95e provided outline information regarding the allocation of satellite bands in ITU-R in each of the three Regions shown in Figure 1 below. Although useful to raise awareness the document included a number of statements concerning allocations to mobile-satellite that required qualification. This document points the interested reader to the authoritative source of information which should be used by 3GPP.

The bands presently identified by the ITU-R for satellite services can be found in the Radio Regulations 2016 edition. This documentation is available for download free-of-charge at https://www.itu.int/pub/R-REG-RR-2016 or may be purchased in hardcopy via an order form also found on the same link. Advantages of using this document as an initial source, is that it provides comprehensive detailed notes and available in all 6 languages of ITU making it more accessible to interpret the sometimes complex terminology used. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]3GPP should also take into account of World Radio Congress held in 2019 (WRC-2019) which is captured the ‘Final Acts WRC-2019’. This documentation is also available for download free-of-charge at https://www.itu.int/pub/R-ACT-WRC.14-2019. This is important as it includes new regulations and revisions to the previous Radio Regulations.
Given the number of different bands identified in the latest Radio Regulations. There will need to be prioritization of work to focus on the mobile-satellite services bands of most interest to the 3GPP participants. 
Conclusion
3GPP should use the ITU-R documentation at its latest issue as the definitive source of information concerning spectrum allocated for satellite use. For Release 17 RAN should prioritize work on a sub-set of the allocated mobile-satellite services bands.
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
