Justification

Dynamic Spectrum Sharing (DSS) is useful to allow operators to perform a soft refarming of LTE spectrum towards NR. For Dynamic Spectrum Sharing support between LTE and NR in TDD bands, there are specific RAN4 core requirements that need to be specified for NR UEs. So far, these requirements have only been completed for the n41 spectrum range, as n90. We also see a need to enable DSS for band 38 spectrum.

3.1 DSS requirements for n38 NR band

For resource block-level spectrum sharing, frequency alignment between LTE and NR is necessary to avoid inter-subcarrier interference. The following is relevant here:

· SCS: 15kHz SCS and 30kHz SCS are already supported for existing n38 for all of data, control and SSB.
· Sync raster: In RAN4#95e it was agreed to include the 30kHz sync raster and limit the raster locations for 15kHz SSB in n38. For 4 Tx port LTE operation, the Sync Pattern C can be used for SSB and requires no standards changes to coexist with LTE as LTE MBSFN could be used.
· UL 7.5kHz frequency shift: The is needed for UL sub-carrier alignment, and is NOT yet included in the specifications for n38.
For n41, a new frequency band (n90) has been specified due to changes needed to existing specifications, and the consideration that there may be devices available that support the band but without these changes. However for n38, it seems appropriate to define requirements for the existing n38 band, due to the nature of the changes being very limited, and (to our knowledge) a lack of legacy device support.
