The LS is asking 3GPP to keep the ITU Secretary-General informed of 3GPP’s action on the listed WRC-19 Resolutions (240, 241, 242, 243, 811, 812) and Recommendations (208), which are considered to be of interest to 3GPP.

3GPP TSG RAN is happy to inform the ITU Secretary-General about the following ongoing activities related to the mentioned WRC19 Resolutions and Recommendations:

· Resolution 240 

· Spectrum harmonization for railway radiocommunication systems between train and trackside within the existing mobile-service allocations

· Use cases and service requirements for future railway communication systems have been incorporated into 3GPP specifications by 3GPP Working Group SA1 since Rel-15 by updating the set of mission critical services as found in TS 22.179, TS 22.280, TS 22.281 and TS 22.282, as well as a dedicated railway specification in TS 22.289. 
3GPP Working group RAN4 has introduced enhancements for high speed trains in NR (RP-200776) and LTE (RP-192721) in Rel-16. Further proposals are under discussion for Rel-17. Frequency bands can be introduced, if needed, in release-independent manner.

· Use of the frequency band 66-71 GHz for International Mobile Telecommunications and coexistence with other applications of the mobile service

· 3GPP RAN is working on a Rel-17 project (Study Item Description (SID) in RP-200902 and Work Item Description (WID) in RP-193229) to enhance the NR air interface to frequencies up to 71GHz. This work includes to specify new 3GPP band(s) for the frequency range from 52.6GHz-71GHz.

· Resolution 242

· Terrestrial component of International Mobile Telecommunications in the frequency band 24.25-27.5 GHz

· The TDD band n258 (24.25-27.5 GHz) has been specified in 3GPP as part of the “Frequency Range 2”. 

· Resolution 243 

· Terrestrial component of International Mobile Telecommunications in the frequency bands 37-43.5 GHz and 47.2-48.2 GHz

· The TDD band n259 (39.5 – 43.5 GHz) and n260 (37 – 40 GHz) have been specified in 3GPP as part of the “Frequency Range 2”. 3GPP is currently working on the introduction of a new NR TDD operating band, covering the range 47.2-48.2 GHz, see WID in RP-201232.

· Agenda for the 2023 world radiocommunication conference

· Regarding WRC23 AI 1.2, 3GPP is working on a Study Item (SID in RP-200513) on IMT parameters for 6.425-7.025GHz, 7.025-7.125GHz and 10.0-10.5GHz. 

· Regarding high-altitude platform stations as IMT base stations (HIBS), satellites, and aeronautical services, 3GPP is working on a Work Item (WID in RP-193234) on non-terrestrial networks covering the above.

· Regarding frequencies between 7 and 24GHz, 3GPP is working on a Study Item (SID in RP-192076) preparing the introduction of new bands within that frequency range.

· Preliminary agenda for the 2027 World Radiocommunication Conference

· 3GPP is not working on areas relevant for WRC27 other than the activities listed above, see resolution 811.

· Harmonization of frequency bands for evolving Intelligent Transport Systems applications under mobile-service allocations

· 3GPP has been working on various areas relating to Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) use cases. The effort is summarized in another LS response to the ITU, see RP-202055. 
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
