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1. Introduction

In RAN#90, the revised ePRN WID [1] was approved with the following updated note given the fact at that time the SA2 has not finished the SA2 eNPN SI.

· NOTE: The above sub-bullets for the SA2 objectives may be non-exhaustive and are subject to further discussion depending on SA2 updates if any.

With the latest progress of the SA2#143 meeting, this paper proposes that there is no need to update ePRN WID at this RAN#91 meeting.
2. Discussion
At the SA2#143 meeting, the SA2 eNPN SI has been completed as follows [2], with the updated TR 23.700-07. 

· The TR has reached 100% completion status.

Meanwhile, the WI is initiated with the agreed the CRs. (part of agreed pCRs/CRs can be seen in the Annex). 

· The updated SA2 eNPN WID

The new revised SA2 eNPN WID [3] was also approved, with the update given as follows.  

[image: image1.png]- Support of IMS voice and emergency services for SNPN (KI#3)

- To enable support for IMS services as per conclusions in clause 8.3

Use of IMC when USIM or ISIM is not available in UEs accessing IMS via an SNPN

Reuse of USIM credentials for IMS AKA shall be possible when USIM is available in UEs accessing
IMS via an SNPN

Functionality for support of voice and emergency services with SNPN, excluding EPS fallback and T-
ADS.

Support for the scenario for IMS network. (¢.g, PLMN) providing services to a UE connected in an SNPN

‘having an interconnection SLA with the IMS network.

NOTE 1a: The documentation of this scenario will be in an informative Annex in TS 23.228.





As observed above, for this new update, there is no need to update the current scope of IMS voice and emergency services for SNPN in the ePRN WID. 

· Connected mode mobility

SA1 has discussed the credentials for SNPN service continuity, based on the LS from SA2 in [4]. This is related to service continuity between SNPNs (including SNPNs with credentials owned by separate entities), and between SNPNs and PLMNs. Finally the reply LS from SA1 is agreed in [5]. But SA2 has not discussed this reply LS yet. 

Hence, before SA2 makes further discussion and make final agreement, there is no need to update the ePRN WID to address the connected mode mobility.

Note that the ePRN WID may be updated if there are any changes following SA2 further progress.
3. Conclusions

Based on the above discussion, the following proposal is made. 

Proposal: 

· No need to revise the ePRN WID at RAN#91;

· The ePRN WID may be updated if there are any necessary changes following SA2 further progress.
