In order to provide additional user plane data security (i.e. in addition to user plane data ciphering), SA3 agreed in their WI on “Enhancements to User Plane Integrity Protection Support in 5GS” to additionally support user plane integrity protection (UPIP) for data transferred for data transferred over Uu interface for UE connected to 5GC (SA3 CR in S3-210703). It is necessary for RAN WGs to enhance signalling.
