	MCPTT on-network test cases with location information using a GNSS simulator
	In an effort to improve the testing capability of some test cases that currently use a GNSS simulator, a proposal was made to expand the options of providing location information to the MCPTT Client. There were 4 specific test cases in question (from TS 36.579-2):
6.1.1.15, 6.1.1.16, 6.3.1, and 6.3.2.
	Proposal accepted for test cases 6.1.1.15, 6.1.1.16, 6.3.2. 
For test case 6.3.1, currently the test states: “Check: Does the UE … send a SIP MESSAGE containing  …  the current location coordinates.”. This implies that a GNSS simulator is required and there was no conclusion at this meeting to change this requirement in test case 6.3.1: open point is on whether checking that the UE sends an “up-to-date” location (and not a “stale” location) is an essential part of the test purposes or whether such check could be removed

	Issues with pre-established sessions
	When attempting to originate an MCPTT private call without floor control using a pre-established session, the call fails due to the removal of an SDP part. In an on-demand call of the same type, the absence of the specific SDP part is a trigger that lets the server know that the call is to be completed without floor control. But there are pre-established call control messages that need that SDP part for the call to complete. 
	CT1 has informally acknowledged issues to be addressed in the core spec, so LS is not needed. Wait for CT1 outcome

	IUT and SS log content for MCPTT on-network test cases
	To improve the process of verifying MCPTT test cases (among other thingS), 3 statements needed to be acknowledged:
Statement#1: IUT = SUT = MCPTT UE = (MCPTT Client under test + LTE UE under test)
Statement#2: Regardless of the test model used, the SS log file of an MCPTT test case verification shall display the protocol message exchanges and contents for the MCPTT (HTTP, SIP), EPC NAS and E-UTRA RRC layers.
Statement#3: Even with the MCX IPCAN test model, the SS shall comply with EPC NAS and E-UTRA RRC protocol message exchanges and contents exactly as specified in TS 36.579-series specifications.
	For Statement #1, the IUT = the MCX Client for the MCX IPCAN test mode. The original test model (MCX EUTRA) still holds with the IUT = the UE. 
For SS log files, RAN5 still requests the LTE (NAS, RRC) logging to be provided by the SS, but only for information.
· EPC NAS + E-UTRA RRC message names + message contents. 
· Note 1: There is no requirement on TF160 to check this LTE level logging. 
· Note 2: This LTE level logging is only there to give some evidence that the MCX test case was indeed executed on top of an LTE IPCAN.



Overall, there were 24 TDocs at this meeting associated with this work item (see clause 4 References below). There were also 68 TDocs associated with maintenance of the 36.579 family of specifications (including the aforementioned discussion documents).
