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Introduction
This contribution discusses the possible arrangement of contribution deadline and inactive period around the updated May e-meeting schedule that has been proposed by RAN and WG Chairs.
Discussions and Proposals
Regarding the meeting schedule for the upcoming quarter, the decision was announced by RAN Chair via email reflector, which is captured below: Key decisions for 2Q’2022
· (By the meeting hosting decision group) TSG#96 in June is confirmed to be held F2F in Budapest/HU  (June 6th – 9th for RAN#96) 
· Note: there will be only one week gap between the currently scheduled May RAN WG e-meetings and the confirmed F2F RAN#96 (hence the necessary adjustment below)
· (by RAN/RAN WG  chairs): May RAN WG e-meetings are shifted one week earlier
· That is, from May 16-27th to May 9th – 20th 
· Below you can see the updated detailed 2Q’2022 RAN meeting schedule
· Note: while it would have been my sincere desire to involve all of you to discuss the shift of May e-meetings possibly in RAN#95-e, I feel it’s better to make a decision earlier and announce it now given that the May e-meetings are very close. Your understanding is highly appreciated.



Unfortunately, the updated schedule for May WG e-meeting (highlighted with yellow shadow) does not fit into the Japanese “Golden week” holidays (April 29th to May 8th) and Chinese Labour Day holidays (May 2nd to May 4th). The new schedule requires delegates located in Japan and China to perform contribution review during the holidays, as well as participations of the potential preparation email discussions. In our understanding, 3GPP has adopted the e-meetings arrangement policy such that the regional major holidays are respected as much as possible, and it should also be applied to this case. In addition, it is not clear to us why the new inactive period from April 25 to 29 needs to be introduced, given it was not originally planned in RP-212587. In order to alleviate the concern from the delegates located in Japan and China while keep the efficient e-meeting arrangements, we propose the following 
Proposal
· If the May WG meeting is shifted to May 9th – 20th, 
· Introduce an inactive period from May 2nd to 6th (as originally planned)
· The inactive period from April 25th to 29th is not necessary
· The contribution submission deadline for each WG is set around April 22nd to preserve sufficient preparation time (e.g., April 25-29)
· Note: It is intended that the contribution submission deadline, details of agenda and exceptional use of the inactive period can be adjusted for each WG, and WG Chairs can make recommendation and decision, which is our normal business. 
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
