3	Justification
The issue on phased introduction of frequency ranges in an NR band was first identified in US Band n77, and the same issue also recurred in Canada Band n77. To avoid legacy UEs, which do not support the new frequency range within the existing NR band, from camping on the new frequency range or hand over to the new frequency range, a mechanism for network to differentiate UEs supporting the new frequency range is needed. The solution for US Band n77 was to introduce a new capability bit to differentiate UEs supporting the new frequency range or not and a new NS value to prevent UE not certified for the new frequency range from camping on the cell.
Since the same issue may recur in future for different regions or countries, in particular for bands with wide frequency range, a general solution with future-proof is necessary. During the RAN#95 meeting it was consented that a corresponding Study Item should be initiated to develop a general solution to handle phased introduction frequency  ranges in an NR band.
4	Objective
4.1	Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI

The objectives of the SI are as follows: 

-	Identify and investigate typical scenarios for the phased introduction of frequency ranges in an NR band.
-	Provide a general solution for regulatory compliance issues for regional frequency ranges on large global bands considering the following potential solutions:
-	Introduction of new bands
-	Solutions without introduction of new bands, i.e., reusing the existing band numbers with appropriate signalling to differentiate UE support
NOTE:	The UE should be ensured to support the full frequency range on its supported bands, and the fragmentation of market should be avoided.
