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1. Introduction
In RAN4#104e, RAN4 had initial discussion on scope of Further enhancements on NR and MR-DC measurement gaps and measurements without gaps, with agreement captured in the approved WF [1]. According to the discussion, it seems companies have different understanding on the scope of the objective 1: Enhancements of pre-configured MGs, multiple concurrent MGs and NCSG. We believe it could be beneficial if 3GPP can further clarify the objectives.
2. Discussion
The scope and scenario related agreements are duplicated here for information:
	Sub-topic 2-1: Scope and scenarios
Issue 2-1: Whether to define requirements for one Pre-configured MG and one NCSG 
< Way forward >: 
· RAN4 to clarify whether one Pre-configured MG and one NCSG is included in Case 1 and/or Case 2
· FFS to explicitly set the priority of different combinations

Issue 2-2: Whether to define requirements for one Pre-configured NCSG 
< Agreement >: 
· RAN4 focuses on Case 1 and Case 2 first. RAN4 can continue discuss whether and when to discuss requirements for Pre-configured NCSG

Issue 2-3: NR SA and MR-DC 
< Way forward >: 
· FFS whether to deprioritize MR-DC in Rel-18

Issue 2-4: 2G and 3G 
< Agreement >: 
·  Deprioritize 2G/3G measurements in Rel-18 MGE WI

Issue 2-5: MUSIM 
< Agreement >: 
·  Concurrent MUSIM gaps and other existing measurement gap types is not in the scope of this WI

Issue 2-6: MAC signalling for activation/deactivation/reconfiguration 
< Agreement >: 
· Applying MAC signaling for activation/deactivation/reconfiguration for non-positioning measurements via Pre-MG is out of scope of this WI

Issue 2-7: Legacy measurement gaps 
< Way forward >: 
· Proponents are encouraged to clarify the proposal “consider legacy MG, Pre-MG, concurrent MG, and NCSG when we discuss joint MG requirements.” in the next meeting. 

Issue 2-8: Positioning measurement gaps 
< Agreement >: 
· Rel-17 MGE Pre-MG for RRC-based POS is in the scope of this WI
< Way forward >: 
· FFS Rel-17 MAC-CE based ePOS gap is in or out of scope of this WI



As agreed under issue 2-1, all companies agreed one Pre-configured MG plus one NCSG is included in Case 1 and/or Case 2. To align the objective in the WID and the above agreement, we propose to revise the objective 1 as following:

(1) Enhancements of pre-configured MGs, multiple concurrent MGs and NCSG 
· Define RRM requirements for UEs configured with a combination of pre-configured MGs, and/or multiple concurrent MGs and/or NCSG [RAN4]
· Prioritize at least joint requirements for UE configured with
· Case 1: Pre-configured MGs and multiple concurrent MGs (i.e., concurrent MGs where at least one of the gaps is a pre-configured gap, the other gap can be a pre-configured gap, an NCSG or a legacy gap)
· Case 2: NCSG and multiple concurrent MGs (i.e., concurrent MGs where at least one of the gaps is NCSG, the other gap can be a pre-configured gap, an NCSG or a legacy gap)
· Note: Prioritization among other possible combinations of pre-configured MG, concurrent MG and NCSG can be discussed in WI phase


3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we propose to further clarify the scope of objective 1. After discussion the following conclusion is provided.
Proposal 1: revise objective 1 as following:
(1) Enhancements of pre-configured MGs, multiple concurrent MGs and NCSG 
· Define RRM requirements for UEs configured with a combination of pre-configured MGs, and/or multiple concurrent MGs and/or NCSG [RAN4]
· Prioritize at least joint requirements for UE configured with
· Case 1: Pre-configured MGs and multiple concurrent MGs (i.e., concurrent MGs where at least one of the gaps is a pre-configured gap, the other gap can be a pre-configured gap, an NCSG or a legacy gap)
· Case 2: NCSG and multiple concurrent MGs (i.e., concurrent MGs where at least one of the gaps is NCSG, the other gap can be a pre-configured gap, an NCSG or a legacy gap)
· Note: Prioritization among other possible combinations of pre-configured MG, concurrent MG and NCSG can be discussed in WI phase
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
