ETSI TC LI also state in the LS:
	The FAA released last year its proposed access via IP for UAV.



Our understanding and reading from the referred document is that FAA requires drones to broadcast ID (and related information) but does not propose access via IP. On contrast, 3GPP RAN thinks that the connectivity options where the aerial service is provided by MNOs, i.e., options 1 & 2, can provide additional benefits. These benefits are especially the identification of drones and the corresponding special handling, e.g., regarding interference mitigation or positioning.

TC LI kindly requests information on what RAN is doing in area of sensing, and how that might apply to detection and tracking of UAV.

Regarding meeting regulations, ETSI TC LI says 
	TC LI also notes that TR 38.855 was not shared with TC LI and the notion that 3GPP thinks this document meets regulatory and commercial requirements is short sighted



3GPP RAN never stated that a document/specification meets regulatory or commercial requirements. Instead, RAN believes that the 3GPP positioning features for both LTE and NR can meet the regulatory and commercial requirements assuming an adequate network implementation & deployment. It may be worth highlighting to ETSI TC LI that the specifications only allow for an implementation and deployment wherein requirements can be met.
