3	Justification
RAN2 and RAN3 carried out a Rel-17 study item on the enhancement of RAN Slicing for NR. The analysis and conclusions for scenarios, key issues and candidate solutions are captured in TR 38.832. Enhancement of RAN slicing for NR was specified in Rel-17 RAN Slicing WI to define the slice aware cell reselection and slice specific RACH configuration and prioritization, as well as to define solutions to support slice-based service continuity, and to support the enforcement of Slice MBR and the usage of Target NSSAI as introduced by SA2. 
This Rel-18 work item will further enhance support of RAN slicing, including further support slice-based service continuity, solving the issue that network Slice Area of Service for services not mapping to existing TAs boundaries and Temporary network slices and improved support of RAs including TAs supporting Rejected S-NSSAI. The SA2´s WI terminates in June 2023, providing the outcomes of SA2´s discussions on slicing enhancements.

1.  Evaluate the impact, if any, on RAN to support Network Slice Service continuity scenario. [RAN3]
