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Introduction
Working Party (WP) 5D thanks the relevant GCS Proponents for their successful work in regards to completion of the milestone identified by Item 8 of Table 1 for the draft Revision 6 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012 “Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications-Advanced (IMT-Advanced)” following the process in Document IMT-ADV/32(Rev.1), “Schedule for Revision 6 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012”.
WP 5D wishes to inform the GCS Proponents and the Transposing Organizations that during its 43rd meeting (January 31 – February 9, 2023) the specific technology updates for the draft Revision 6 of Rec. ITU‑R M.2012 (not including the detailed transposition references) were finalized and agreed at this stage of approval as a “Preliminary Draft Revision”.
Next steps
The next step in the procedure to complete the draft revision requires the attention of the Transposing Organizations and is identified in Table 1, Item 9, of Document IMT-ADV/32(Rev.1). This step is reproduced below:

Request to supply transpositions references.
WP 5D draws the attention of the Transposing Organizations of LTE-Advanced to the need for each Transposing Organization to provide the relevant transposition references for Section 2 of Annex 1 by the requested firm deadline of 9 May 2023[footnoteRef:2]. [2: 	Since there is no update to WirelessMAN-Advanced section (i.e. Sections 2.2 and 2.3), Transposing Organizations of WirelessMAN-Advanced do not need to provide the references.] 

–	Each Transposing Organization should have completed their respective transposing of each of the GCS specifications into their approved and published standards, in due time to make available to ITU-R active and functional hyperlinks to the published standards.
–	Transposing Organizations should provide to ITU-R Secretariat for the Section 2 specifications section of the Recommendation for their RIT technology, the required final texts and hyperlink references to the published transposed standards in a “one‑to‑one correspondence” with the GCS with no changes to the specification technical content that is present in those specifications that comprise the set of GCS specifications.
–	The “corresponding” GCS referred to above is posted on the ITU-R server based on WP 5D review of the required GCS submission received from GCS Proponents for the particular RIT technology at Meeting #43. The hyperlink to the GCS on the ITU-R server may be found at: Global Core Specification M.2012-6.
–	Transposing Organizations are encouraged to, well in advance, consult with the ITU-R Secretariat on how best to organize, structure, format, and submit the hyperlinks for best efficiency by both Transposing Organizations and the Bureau. 
Note: The enclosed document is the draft Revision 6 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012 from the 43rd meeting of WP 5D (not including the detailed transposition references).
Procedurally, the reply correspondence from the Transposing Organizations should be directed to the Counsellor for ITU-R Study Group 5 and not provided as inputs to WP 5D.
In the subsequent Step 10 of the process, the Counsellor for Study Group 5 will prepare a consolidated input to the 44th meeting of WP 5D (by approximately June 6 2023) that combines all the received responses. If there are questions on the preparation of the requested material by the Transposing Organizations, they should be directed to the Counsellor well in advance of the May 9 2023 deadline.

Request to supply Certification C
Each identified Transposing Organization is required to provide to ITU-R, the Certification C by 9 May 2023. The Certification C is outlined in Document IMT-ADV/25(Rev.2) “Procedure for the development of draft Revisions of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012” and Document IMT‑ADV/24 (Rev.3) “Process and the use of Global Core Specification (GCS), references and related Certifications in conjunction with Recommendation ITU-R M.2012”. Procedurally, the Certification C from each Transposing Organization should be directed to the Counsellor for ITU‑R Study Group 5 and not provided as inputs to WP 5D. The Counsellor will prepare as an input to the 44th meeting of WP 5D a summary statement regarding the receipt of the Certification C documents.
Completion of relevant business matters
As indicated, there is also the consequential step of, as necessary, the completion of relevant business matters by 9 May 2023 and the indication of compliance with ITU policy on IPR, as appropriate.
These matters should be directly addressed between the Transposing Organization and the ITU as appropriate via the contact point of the Counsellor for Study Group 5.
Closure of the draft Revision 6 with references in Working Party 5D 
At its 44th e-meeting (12-22 June 2023), WP 5D intends to review and seek final agreement of the full consolidated draft Revision 6 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012 including the transposition references. It will then be forwarded to ITU-R Study Group 5 for consideration at its September 2023 meeting in accordance with the ITU-R approval process in Resolution ITU-R 1-8, especially § A.2.6.2.
WP 5D looks forward to the continued cooperation with the Transposing Organizations in these final steps on concluding this update of the IMT-Advanced terrestrial radio interfaces.
