Justification

In 3GPP Rel 17, WID of support for Multi-SIM device is restricted to Multi-SIM devices with single Tx/ dual Rx and single Tx/ single Rx capability. Device type of dual Rx/ dual Tx is excluded from the WI for lack of time budget. However, the UE supporting 2T/4R has been the mainstream in market as most 5G devices are equipped with more antennas and RF chains to support uplink/downlink MIMO, DC and CA. This kind of UE are able to support dual Tx/ dual Rx by sharing one Tx and multiple Rx chains between two USIMs dynamically without adding new RF module. 
It is well known that UE supporting dual Rx/ dual Tx can guarantee better user experience. User will not miss call during an ongoing call on one USIM as the UE can receive paging and setup connection to process the IMS signalling on another USIM simultaneously. In addition, Dual Tx/ Dual Rx Multi-SIM devices can support data service in one USIM while voice call ongoing on another USIM. 
Currently, we have already seen some Multi-SIM UEs supporting dual Rx/ dual Tx in market. As Tx chains/ Rx chains are dynamically sharing between USIMs, the UE capabilities such as maximum number of Uplink/ downlink MIMO layers, CA/DC band combination and capabilities related to SRS may be impacted when UE has to tune away partial of Tx chains/ Rx chains for activities on another USIM. UE will encounter demodulation failure or RRC configuration failure if UE and network are out of sync in capabilities.
When dual Tx/ dual Rx UE are in RRC connected status in both USIMs and transmitting simultaneously with two networks, the total uplink transmitting power is shared by two USIMs. As restrained by SAR and RF structure, the UE may not be able to support simultaneous transmission with maximum output power when both USIMs are active.  Therefore, UE should adjust output power to guarantee SAR requirements and the strategy of output power reduction maybe diverse for different types of devices.
For UE supporting dual Tx/dual Rx, interference signals such as harmonics interference, intermodulation interference, cross modulation interference, etc. between different USIMs may exist. To solve complex problems of interference when UE activates two USIMs, interference control scheme needs to be considered.
