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HOW TO GET TO BUSAN


Direct flights to Busan from outside of Korea
There are 609 direct flight weekly to Busan from 10 countries, 25 cities. For colleagues flying from China, Japan, or Taiwan, it is highly likely that you will be able to find a direct flight from your country to Busan. 

From Incheon International Airport to Busan (via flight)
If your entry into Korea is by flight to Incheon International Airport, we recommend you take the next flight to Busan at Gimpo International Airport, since direct flights between Incheon and Busan are not regularly available. There are three alternatives for transportation from Incheon International to Gimpo International Airport: by limousine bus, by airport railroad, or by taxi. It will take about 40~60 minutes depending on the traffic conditions. We recommend that you arrive at Incheon with at least two and a half hours to spare before your flight from Gimpo Airport takes off for Busan. The flight from Busan to Incheon takes about an hour. 

From Incheon International Airport to Busan (via high-speed train or KTX)
An alternative way to get to Busan from Incheon International Airport is by high-speed train (KTX). The high-speed train (KTX) to Busan station leaves from Seoul station every 10~20 minutes and takes about 2 hours and 45 minutes. For the transportation from Incheon International Airport to Seoul Station, we recommend the Airport railroad (https://www.airport.kr/ap_lp/en/tpt/pblctpt/airtrainf/airtrainf.do) which takes about an hour. In total, the trip from Incheon airport to Busan station should take about 4 hours.

Note: Unless you want a relaxing but longer journey across the Korean countryside, we recommend that you take the high-speed train (KTX) and not other types of trains at Seoul station.

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INTRODUCTION OF BUSAN


Busan, a bustling city of approximately 3.6 million residents, is located on the southeastern tip of the Korean peninsula. Its geography includes a coastline with superb beaches and scenic cliffs, mountains which provide excellent hiking and extraordinary views, and hot springs scattered throughout the city. Busan enjoys four distinct seasons and a temperate climate that never gets too hot or too cold. Busan is the second largest city in Korea. Its deep harbor and gentle tides have allowed it to grow into the largest container handling port in the country and the fifth largest in the world.

Location
Geographically, Busan has the Straits of Korea to its south; Ulsan to the north; Gimhae to the West. Cities that share almost the same latitude with Busan include Jinhae and Gwangju in Korea, as well as Tokyo, Jeongsen, Algiers and Oklahoma City abroad. Busan is eight hours ahead of GMT. It takes 1 hour by plane, 3 hours by train(KTX), and 5 hours by car from Seoul to Busan.

Climate
