In Rel-16, the group based MWUS was introduced. The corresponding CR was submitted after RAN1# 99. There is still an issue should be discussed. 

Discussion

The value of g for common MWUS sequence is described as follows in TS 36.211[1]:

The common MWUS sequence shall be determined by 
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 unless the resource is shared with non-group MWUS and common MWUS is configured to be non-group MWUS in which case 
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In TS 36.311[2], the description of common MWUS sequence is shown as follows:

From above specs, the terminology is not aligned, one is “non-group MWUS” and the other is “legacyWUS”. There are two candidates to resolve the misalignment issue: 

Candidate 1: Maintain existing description of RAN1(It's up to RAN2 if there is any change in higher layer specification).
Candidate 2: The description of RAN1 is modified as follows:

 unless the resource is shared with the radio resources of wus-Config-r15 and the higher layer parameter gwus-CommonSequence indicates ‘legacyWUS’ in which case [image: image4.png]

For Candidate 1, based on common understanding of common MWUS, the meaning of non-group MWUS is the legacy MWUS and the value of g can be determined accurately. For Candidate 2, the only benefit is corresponding higher layer parameter can be found easily. Considering the common MWUS sequence can be determined without the aligned terminology, we propose Candidate 1.
