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1. Introduction
In this contribution, we discuss remaining issue on UE features for additional SRS in Rel-16 LTE MIMO, regarding carrier switching for additional SRS.
2. Discussion
2.1. Remaining issue on carrier switching for additional SRS
In the last meeting and post meeting email discussion, UE features for LTE MIMO had been discussed and endorsed as in [1]. There is one remaining issue on FG 3-1 with the following, FFS: How to capture the limitation that a UE may support additional SRS in cells with PUSCH, but not in PUSCH-less SCells. This may be realized by additional capability signaling (including new FG), or change the “additional SRS” (3-1) to per BoBC. Regarding the FFS point, two options are provided, i.e., introducing an additional capability signalling that indicates support or non-support of additional SRS in PUSCH-less SCells, or changing the type of FG 3-1 to per band of a band combination. Both can work, but with considering RF implications of frequency hopping and antenna switching, and considering impact on ASN.1 structure, changing the type of FG 3-1 (including 3-1A and 3-1B) to per band of a band combination is more preferable.
Proposal 1: Change the type of FG 3-1 (including 3-1A and 3-1B) to per band of a band combination in order to resolve the following FFS on FG 3-1.
- FFS: How to capture the limitation that a UE may support additional SRS in cells with PUSCH, but not in PUSCH-less SCells. This may be realized by additional capability signaling (including new FG), or change the “additional SRS” (3-1) to per BoBC.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we have discussion on the UE features for additional SRS in Rel-16 LTE MIMO, and provide following proposal:
Proposal 1: Change the type of FG 3-1 (including 3-1A and 3-1B) to per band of a band combination in order to resolve the following FFS on FG 3-1.

- FFS: How to capture the limitation that a UE may support additional SRS in cells with PUSCH, but not in PUSCH-less SCells. This may be realized by additional capability signaling (including new FG), or change the “additional SRS” (3-1) to per BoBC.
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
