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1. Introduction
At the RAN1#101 meeting, the remaining issues for 2-step RACH were discussed and RAN1 made agreements [1]. In this contribution, we discuss the remaining issue on 2-step RACH.

2. Discussion
2.1. msgA-RSRP-ThresholdSSB
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the last meeting, it was discussed whether or not the parameter “msgA-RSRP-ThresholdSSB” should be included in section 6 in TS 38.213 for SSB selection for 2-step CBRA triggered by BFR. The point is that CBRA triggered by BFR does not follow section 6 in TS 38.213 and follows regular CBRA, i.e., same as CBRA triggered by other than BFR. Hence, there is no need that the parameter “msgA-RSRP-ThresholdSSB” is added to section 6 in TS 38.213.
Proposal 1: There is no need to add the parameter “msgA-RSRP-ThresholdSSB” to section 6 in TS 38.213.
