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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS [1] and would like to provide the following responses.
PHY behaviour in the collision scenario between CG and DG with same/different PHY-priority index, and only one transport block is delivered to PHY is consistent with RAN2’s understanding, i.e. PHY transmit on the grant for which a transport block is delivered and skip the transmission on the other grant, at least when there is no UCI to be multiplexed in the PUSCH.
If there is UCI to be multiplexed in a PUSCH in the overlapping PUSCHs, RAN2 needs to consider the potential problem of UCI dropping if MAC does not deliver a MAC PDU to PHY for the PUSCH which is used for UCI multiplexing. To be more specific, for DG and CG with same L1 priority, if MAC delivers CG PDU to PHY when UCI is supposed to be transmitted on DG PDU, UCI is dropped. For CG-CG/DG with different L1 priorities, if UCI is supposed to be multiplexed in the HP CG/DG but there is no data to be transmitted on the HP CG/DG (i.e. CG/DG is skipped), the HP UCI is dropped.
